Thanks for responding (I'm only Thomas if I've been naughty).

I also wonder in passing whether the VTS might be interested in working with us on organising such sessions which is good in terms of pooled resources, but has the drawback of having less time and space for individuals to experiment.

One of the nicer aspects of being a locum is that if you have notice, you can book work around sessions, so evening or weekend sessions are not out of the question. I think knowing EMIS is mandatory (particularly because its learning curve is so steep, and the interface is not intuitive at all), and there are a cluster of practices using Synergy.  Although there are a few vision practices, and SOHC / Woodstock use the windows based EMIS version, they are easy to get into if you know EMIS LV, and vision has its own Locum Training pack that helps you find your way through the first encounters - to me they would be less important, but I figure a strawpoll of the locums might help and is relatively easy to organise.

We've a social meeting in the near future - I will run it past the members that come and open the idea to see how much interest there is on their side, as I'm encouraged that you would be willing to combine initiatives.  I'll be in touch again in a few weeks after the meeting

I think this is a very interesting idea and something that's worth pursuing. My initial thoughts are:
 
1. It's a very good idea and has all sorts of mutual benefits to the PCT, Practices and Locum and Sessional GPs.
2. Bearing in mind that we have four different Primary Care clinical IT systems in Oxfordshire, you'd be hard-pressed to do anything sensible in an evening. That suggest either two evenings - two systems one evening and two on another - or an all-day Saturday session.
3. I'm not sure how the clinical system suppliers would react to the suggestion of evening or weekend sessions.
