Educational support for GPs working as locums(sessional) GPs

Project plan

Some funding has been released from NESC for work with sessional GPs in one county. (The original bid was for three counties). As I am based in Oxfordshire I propose to work with local sessional GPs. The views of representatives over the three counties have been sought for deciding on the agenda of work. The limited financial resource must be used in a focussed way and a publication is required at the end of it. Soft endpoints such as “we had more meetings and everyone felt better” will not suffice. I propose that a group of interested sessional GPs 

1. Pilot the Appraisal/Revalidation Guide and feedback on the guide itself and in particular on the usefulness of the patient and colleague feedback sections. The aim of this part of the project will be to compile a guide which can be used by sessional GPs over the Deanery. Resources will be provided for MSF and patient feedback so that data will be analysed and fed back by a third party.

2. The second part of the project is to compile a list of items a sessional GPs would need to know when working for the first time at a practice (e.g. an induction pack). The NASGP resource is inadequate for our local sessional GPs.

There is insufficient funding for a payment for the GPs involved but funding would cover meetings which could include CPD components such as (CPR skills updating) at simple venues (with simple food) to:

1. Launch the project

2. Compile the induction pack

3. Agree the final form of the appraisal pack

4. Add essential training which can be chosen by the GP group e.g. a CPR update as part of one of the meetings for GPs who would other wise have to pay for it.

All the GPs involved with the project would become part of the publication and it would be better to involve a few GPs who would be able to see it through than to ask large numbers who might then be unable, due to other time constraints, from completing the work

I am therefore asking for 12 keen sessional GPs to become involved with these projects. Please let me know if you might be interested and I will arrange meeting dates and venues. It is likely that the venues will be in Oxford or just to the south. Please state in our expression of interest whether you would like an evening meeting or if day time suits you better.
